Some arguments could be:
e Men and boys are less likely to respect women and girls if they are not encouraged to treat them
as equals.
e Women and girls are less likely to realize that they are experiencing violence if they are
accustomed to being treated differently because they are female.
e Gender norms result in women and girls having lower status in their communities which may
increase the risk of men using violence to enforce their power.
e Gender inequalities make it more difficult for women to access resources that may protect them
from violence.
e Gender inequalities prevent women from gaining positions of power in the home and community
and therefore make them unable to prevent or stop violence from occurring.

Gender inequality and discrimination against women and girls reinforce unequal power relations between
women and men. When women and girls are given a low position in their relationships, communities, and
society their risk of experiencing violence is increased as boys and men may enforce their power over women
through physical, sexual, emotional and economic violence. When women and girls have a lower status,
they are seen as less powerful and therefore less deserving of respect. Men and boys feel that they have a

higher status than women and girls and can treat them violently or with disrespect.1

Children and young people are pressured to live up to gender norms, roles and expectations. They can be
punished by their parents, friends, communities, and institutions when they do not conform. Women and
girls often experience violence when they do not conform to traditional roles. Men and boys also experience
violence when they do not conform to established ideas about masculinity. For example, men who act in a
manner that is perceived as “feminine” may suffer harassment, bullying, and violence from other men.

Young boys who display fear may be accused of acting “like a girl”.1

Ma Khine and Ma Aung have been living as a married couple for 15 years. Ma Aung is rather muscular in
appearance, has short hair, and often wears a longyi with a traditionally “male” pattern. Ma Khine is smaller
in stature, has long hair, and wears more traditionally female longyis. When Ma Khine and Ma Aung are
walking together to and from work they often receive verbal harassment from the drivers at the taxi stand.
The drivers call Ma Khine and Ma Aung derogatory names. The drivers also like to provoke Ma Aung by
calling out sexual remarks to Ma Khine. Often this will incite Ma Aung to threaten the drivers with violence.
On some occasions, Ma Aung has brandished a stick at the drivers threatening to strike them for making
sexual comments. One evening, Ma Aung is delayed in returning home from work. She is walking alone in
the dark when she is attacked by three men. The men punch Ma Aung in the face and knock her to the
ground. Fortunately, a neighbor hears shouting and opens his gate causing the attackers to run away. Ma
Aung is upset and bruised.

375. A man is said to commit "rape" who, except in the case hereinafter except, has sexual intercourse
with a woman under circumstances falling under any of the five following descriptions
First.-- Against her will.
Secondly.-- Without her consent.
Thirdly-- With her consent, when her consent has been obtained by putting her in fear of death or of hurt.
Fourthly. -- With her consent, when the man knows that he is not her husband, and that her
consent is given because she believes that he is another man to whom she is or believes herself to be
lawfully married.
Fifthly. -- —With or without her consent, when she is under sixteen years.

320. The following kinds of harm only are designated as “grievous”-

Firstly—Emasculation

(a) willfully or knowingly placing, or attempting to place, the victim in fear of physical injury;

(b) causing physical injury to the victim by such act which is known or ought to have been known would
result in physical injury;

(c) compelling the victim by force or threat to engage in any conduct or act, sexual or otherwise, from
which the victim has a right to abstain;

(d) confining or detaining the victim against the victim's will;

(e) causing mischief or destruction or damage to property with intent to cause or knowing that it is likely
to cause distress or annoyance to the victim;

(f) causing psychological abuse which includes emotional injury to the victim;

(g) causing the victim to suffer delusions by using any intoxicating substance or any other substance
without the victim’s consent or if the consent is given, the consent was unlawfully obtained; or

(h) in the case where the victim is a child, causing the victim to suffer delusions by using any intoxicating
substance or any other substance,

by a person, whether by himself or through a third party, against—

(i) his or her spouse;

(ii) his or her former spouse;

(ii)a child;

(iv) an incapacitated adult; or

(v) any other member of the family;

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Handout 2.3.5: Vietnamese Domestic Violence Act
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Article 2
1. Acts of domestic violence include:

a. Persecuting, maltreating, beating or other intentional acts that harm another family
member health or life;

b. Reviling or other intentional acts that offend another family member’s honor or dignity;

c. Isolating, driving away or frequently imposing psychological pressures that cause serious
consequences;

d. Obstructing the exercise of rights and fulfillment of responsibilities concerning family
relationships between grandparents and grandchildren; parents and children; wives and
husbands; and among siblings;

e. Forcing sex;

f. Forcing early marriage, forcing marriage or divorce, or obstructing voluntary and
progressive marriage;

g. Appropriating, destroying, breaking or other intentional acts that damage private property
of other family members or common property of family members;

h. Forcing family members to overwork or make financial contributions beyond their
capacity; controlling family members’ incomes in order to create financial dependence;

i. Committing illegal acts to force family members to leave their abode.
